LIGHT SHIP, CIRCO RUM BA BA

A three-masted frigate rides the stormy waves of a human sea of light as
it navigates its way to the safety of Chatham harbour. Rescued by local
Sea Cadets, the Good Ship Chatham’s opera-singing figurehead bursts
into song, as an albatross flies into the crow’s nest.

Local people with experience of homelessness, from Pathways and
Riverside Housing, were invited to capture camera images to tell the
story of the light part of the day and the dark side of the day, with
moving results which are emotive to say the least.
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
